The 544-page, well-organized book "No-Till Farming Systems", is published by the World Association of Soil and Water Conservation and several co-publishers. This special publication contains 34 contributions. The book highlights the global extent of no-till farming systems. The chapters are organized into five parts.  The opening section (Part 1) includes an introduction by Lester R. Brown and a progress report on no-tillage and conservation agriculture by Rolf Derpsch. Part 2 consists of five chapters that focus on no-tillage and soil fertility. Part 3 discusses impact, adoption, policy and future prospects. Part 4 emphasizes research, development, and implementation. The final section (Part 5) includes contributions by Rolf Derpsch on critical steps to no-tillage adoption and concluding remarks by the editors (Tom Goddard, Michael A. Zoebisch, Yantai Gan, Wyn Ellis, Alex Watson and Samran Sombatpanit). Each contribution has a list of references that would be useful for further reading. This comprehensive book is well illustrated with figures, tables, and photographs. The publication includes a CD.
The editors and authors have extensive experience in many parts of the world. I congratulate them on this remarkable publication. I have known Tom Goddard and Samran Sombatpanit, two of the editors, for a number of years and have been impressed by their significant contributions to soil science. 
This book will be an invaluable reference for academics, researchers, practitioners, and policymakers.
